One of
the men was found floating in the loch the same day, the other two were
still missing. For Gill and her friends it was the longest day they had ever
spent in their lives, trying to keep the press at bay as helicopters,
coastguards and a flotilla of local fishermen were searching for the other
two men.

This began Gill s | ifelong hatred
on the door howling for photographs of the wives and children and even
shouted filetdés have a photo of the
local Church who quickly organised themselves to watch, and wait with
us, keep us fed and also informed the families before they saw it in the
medi a which would have been shocki

Unfortunately, Grahamdés Aunt in th
Gill never has forgiven herself for being unable to reach her before she
saw it on TV. Sadly she died shortly afterwards of a massive stroke. It had
been Aunty Mary who introduced Gill to a Church Service spoken
entirely in Gaelic.

The MacGregor clan were truly supportive whilst Gill took a shorthand

work in an attempt to make ends meet. It was with immense relief 1 year
later when Graham and Tom were found in Loch Fyne by two local lads
who had been clam diving and Gill then had a status in life again, albeit as

a widow.

Strangely enough, only two weeks
father and 2 colleagues, taking off from a helicopter pad, crashed into the
Thames in the centre of London and were filmed by tourists who thought
it was a TV programme, and the story featured on the front page of The
Telegraph, but he is still alive and kicking (at 96years old!)

Once the official verdict had been given, Gill worked alongside her in
laws helping to keep the shops running (which she hated but had very
little choice to do otherwise.)

Within a year of Graham dying, Gi |
cancer and sadly died 3 years later. It was during this time that Gill
decided to bring her son home to Colchester and initially stayed with her
father until she found her own little home and so began the next phase of
Gilldos I|ife.
